The meeting was called to order at 5:30 pm.  
Commissioner Laykind opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Correspondence was reviewed in the Board update.

The Board approved and signed payroll checks.       
Minutes of previous meeting(s) were read and approved unanimously.
Commissioner Laykind opened the meeting complimenting the staff on their hard work the past couple of weeks as the District experienced eight (8) water main breaks due to extreme weather conditions, three (3) of which occurred in the same day.  Commissioner Laykind also thanked Supt. Moriarty for ensuring the work was done safely and effectively.  
STEPHEN MORIARTY’S REPORT – SUPERINTENDENT:
Supt. Moriarty provided the Board with an update on the pinhole program which includes surveys, inspection reports and continued analysis. Supt. Moriarty reported that four (4) new surveys have been received in the past eleven (11) days, all of which indicate the leaks are stemming from the hot water side, within fifteen (15) feet of the hot water heater, which is consistent with previously reported trends.
